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Global Banking School Modern Slavery Statement 

 

1. Policy Statement 

1.1. Global Banking School (GBS) is committed to preventing acts of modern slavery and 

human trafficking within its business and supply chain and imposes the same high 

standards on its suppliers. GBS strives to maintain high ethical principles and to respect 

human rights by operating ethically, sustainably, and responsibly.  

  

1.2. GBS is committed to procuring goods and services and employing people without 

causing harm to others. This statement is made pursuant to Section 54(1) of the Modern 

Slavery Act 2015 and constitutes GBS modern slavery and human trafficking statement. 

 

2. Purpose  

2.1 The Modern Slavery Act 2015 is a UK act of Parliament designed to tackle slavery and 

human trafficking through the consolidation of previous legislation and the introduction of 

new measures.  

 

2.2 Modern slavery is a crime and a violation of fundamental human rights. It takes various 

forms, such as slavery, servitude, forced and compulsory labour and human trafficking, 

all of which have in common the deprivation of a person's liberty by another in order to 

exploit them for personal or commercial gain.
